
During nesting season, signs 
warn people not to disturb 
sensitive bird and sea turtle 
nesting areas.  Thanks to gen-
erous contributions, FOLKS 
purchases signs, stakes, ropes 
each year to protect the sensi-
tive nesting areas.  
 
We expect to see even more 
shore birds nesting on the 
beach at Lovers Key thanks to 
the state-funded beach  
renourishment which added 
approximately 250 feet of sand 
to the beach. In recent years, 
birds found the beach at Lov-
ers Key to narrow for nesting. 
This year, we hope to see the 
return of Least Terns, Skim-

American Oyster Catchers!    
 
The Least Tern is a threatened 
species.  It is the smallest 
American tern, weighing about 
1 ounce (28 gm) and measur-
ing about 9 inches (23 cm) in 
length.  
 
Donations also provide signage 
and protection for sea turtle 
nests.  At Lovers Key State Park 
last season, there were 41 suc-
cessful Loggerhead turtle nests 
with 2,290 hatchlings safely 
reaching the water!
